Through it's relentless focus on
current events, Rinkogun brings its audience a keen awareness of important social issues facing Japan and the international
community.

In addition, Rinkogun has developed over the last 35 years a unique performance style though it's regular use of the intimate black-
box stage. In this laboratory-like setting, the company has experimented with combining Noh, Butoh, recorded music, video, fine
arts, contemporary poetry, classical drama.

As a result, the company consistently receives popular attention and critical praise as one of the most prolific and political theatre
groups in Japan.
